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Two Arrests Made in ‘Burglary to an Occupied Dwelling’

October 8, 2008 — At approximately 1:40a.m. this morning, Jupiter Police Officers responded to a
report of a burglary at a residence in the Jupiter Plantation Neighborhood (825 Center Street). The
victim advised that he was awakened by the sound of voices and the noise of his sliding glass door
opening. He saw a person coming in through his blinds and he yelled at the subject. The subject
then jumped from the second story balcony to the patio below where he sustained minor injuries.

The victim called 911 and went outside. He saw a white male, later identified as Joshua Gregory
Sardone (DOB 08/24/1981), crawling from his patio accompanied by a white female, later identified
as Jennifer Hope Bormuth (DOB 07/30/1981). Sardone and Bormuth attempted to leave in a
vehicle. The victim was able to provide the 911 operator with a description of the vehicle and the
direction of travel and officers stopped the vehicle at the intersection of Center Street and Pennock
Lane.

Both subjects were taken into custody. They will be booked into the Palm Beach County Jalil
following Sardone’s medical clearance. Bormuth and Sardone were charged with Burglary to an

Occupied Dwelling. Bormuth was also charged with Possession of Paraphernalia and Possession of
Marijuana.
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
